In chapter 16 we find that the ark is placed in the tent David had prepared for it, and David provides for its
perpetual care. So they brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tent that David had pitched for it:
and they offered burnt sacrifices and peace offerings before God. It was an occasion of great joy on the part of
the people of Israel. Now we see David's glorious psalm of thanksgiving. Then on that day David delivered
first this psalm to thank the LORD into the hand of Asaph and his brethren. We'll see this psalm again
because it’s is Psalms 105 & 96. “O give thanks unto the LORD; call upon his name: make known his deeds
among the people. Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him: talk ye of all his wondrous works” We need to talk
about God and get His Word out. Unfortunately, many believers today know more about the things advertised
on television than they do about the Word of God. Also there are preachers among us who know more about
sports than they know about the Bible. In this computerized, social media age we all are being pressed into a
little mold. Believer, for God's sake may we get into the Word of God, get on our knees, praise Him and learn
what liberty is in Christ!
